I just received & long letter from Gil-
bert, who is in Switzerland; He praises
the results of the research done by Max
Goldberg and thinks we should set the
various encyclopeadia publishers straight
regarding the correct birth of Horatio
Alger Jr. He asks, "How did the 1834 date
get started?" Max says, "Birth records
vere kept as early as 1832 but not by the
Oommonviealth of Massachusetts. The origi-
nal records were kept by the Town ot City
Clerk. Vitzl statistics have only been re-
guired by the Commonwesalth (mass.) since
1841." Wex has furnished much detail and
spared no expense for which we thank him
very much! My guess regarding the 1834
date stems from early illegible hand-
written records.

Just a few lines about Horatio's early
publishers: The available records show
that starting with FRANK'S CAMPATIGN,
~hich was published in 1864 by A.K.
Loring, he publisghed 36 of Alger's books
almost without interruption. There are

a few possible exceptions to this
statement, .for we know that Horatio
vrote for Periodicals and also under
pen—-name, wax Goldberg mentions three
titles (1) The Veiled Mirror, (2) Three
@zmes at Chess, and (3) Double Elopement.
I have found in a John V. Lovell publi-
cation, 1887, evidence that they could
furnish NUMBER 91 and TOM TRACY, written
by Arthur Lee Putnam. The Lovell Concern
viag succeeded by the United States Book
Company in 1890 and was preceeded by 20
Publishing Firms who formed the Lovell
Company in 1878. Loring's last Alger book
was published in 1880. In your search for
books published by Lovell, do not look
for the familiar Alger spine. My copy of
Lovell's publication is an Oxford Edition
and ig tan in color with an unidentified
animal in the center.
